VOLUNTEERS NEEDED: 

Volunteer Income Tax Assistance (VITA) 

 

You can help your fellow citizens prepare and file Federal and State Income Tax returns through the VITA 

program. 

 

This service is intended to help individuals and families of low to modest income, who file relatively simple 

tax returns.  The U.S. Internal Revenue Service (IRS) sponsors and oversees the program.  They train and 

certify volunteers to prepare tax returns that are within the scope of the program.  They provide computer 

software to prepare and electronically file the tax returns.  They monitor the program and provide guidance 

and assistance as needed.  This coming tax filing season, a satellite VITA site will operate from January 

through April at Our Lady of the Valley Catholic Center and possibly other locations. 

 

The work can be enjoyable for people who are comfortable working with computers and enjoy helping people.  

With enough volunteers, the time demands are moderate.
